Fan Adjustment Dial

The fan adjustment dial controls the distibution of paint in the
fan. Fully tightened, paint is concentrated in the centre of the
fan, loosened the paint is more evenly distributed through out

the fan.

Move the gun with the entire arm, not by flexing the
wrist. This will keep the spray gun at right angles to the
surface, keeping the pattern even.
