2. Choose Location 

 
- Allow 1.5m clearance either side. 
- Install at least 1600mm from the ground so that large sheets and towels do not touch the ground. 

- Make sure both walls are of a solid construction.. 
- Minimum installation distance is 4.5 metres (between both walls). 
- Maximum installation distance is 6.5 metres (between both walls). 
- If you do not have wall/s, a post kit can be used and is available separately.

Mounting the Cabinet to a Wall 

 

- Use fasteners appropriate to the wall. 
- Drill suitable holes in the wall for your fasteners. Referring to the recommended installation heights and using the supplied 

template as a guide, 
- Retracting 6 – Mounting Hole Centres = 890mm 
- Retracting 4 – Mounting Hole Centres = 610mm 
- Remove the End Caps. 
- Tighten fasteners. 
- Replace End Caps. 

  



Mounting the Cabinet to a Post 

 
- Install the Post Kit (refer to the instructions supplied with the Post Kit). 
- Secure the Mount Bar to the Post Kit (refer to the instructions supplied with the Mount Bar). 
- Use the upper pair of holes on the Post Kit. 
- Secure the Cabinet to the Mount Bar (refer to the instructions supplied with the Mount Bar). 

  



Mount the Receiving Bracket to a Wall 

 
- Use fasteners appropriate to the wall. 
- Drill suitable holes in the wall for your fasteners. Referring to the recommended installation heights – try to ensure that the 

line is horizontal. 
- Use the outer holes, spaced 90mm apart.  

  



Mount the Receiving Bracket to a Post 

 
- Use the fasteners supplied with the Post Kit. 
- Use the inner holes on the Receiving Bracket. 
- Mount the Receiving Bracket to the lower set of holes on the Post Kit. 

 



3. Operating your Retracting Line – Extending the Lines 

 

1. Hold either side of the front bar and extend the lines outwards. 
2. Hook the Front Bar over the Receiving Bracket – making sure it is centred. 
3. Pull out the tensioning lock and rotate the lever around. Push the tensioning lock into the recess. 
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4. Operating your Retracting Line – Retracting the Lines 

 

1. Release the tension on the lines but pulling out the tensioning lock and rotating the lever back to its storage position. Push 
the tensioning lock into the recess. 

2. Holding the Front Bar securely, lift it up and over the Receiving Bracket. 
3. Gently return the Front Bar to the Cabinet.  

 
WARNING – The lines are under spring tension. Do not let go of the Front Bar until is stored back in the Cabinet.

5. Using Individual Lines 

 

- Pull out individual line lines and attach them to hooks (not supplied). Choose hooks appropriate to your wall with a maximum 
hook thickness of 6mm. 

- After pulling out the line or lines, tension with the tensioning lever.  
- Ensure hooks are no closer than 4m, and not further than 6.5m. You can position the hooks to give an alternative line 

spacing. Try putting them further apart for very large sheets.
