1.  ASSEMBLY

SETUP & PREPARATION

1	� Align the hole in the dust 
container with the outlet 
and push in until it clicks 
into place.

1	� With the dust container 
removed, slide the dust 
extraction adaptor onto the 
outlet with the cutout facing 
down.

1	� Align the sandpaper with the pad starting from the tip and 
press on.

2	 Replace the sandpaper once it is worn.

2	� To remove, simply 
pull the dust 
container away from 
the sander.

2	� A dust extrator pipe can then be connected to the apator.

Battery Charge Indicator
The purchased battery is equipped 
with a battery charge indicator to 
show the state of the battery charge.
Press the charge indicator button and 
look to see which LED lights.

2.  BATTERY & CHARGING (sold separately)

The purchased battery will be shipped in a low charge condition, and 
requires charging prior to use. Allow several cycles of charging and 
discharging (through use of the tool) for the battery to reach its optimum 
performance / runtime.

3.  FITTING & REMOVING THE BATTERY

OPERATION

The detail sander is designed 
to operate with a 1.5Ah 
battery when using the dust 
container, however the 3.0Ah 
and 5.2Ah can be fitted once 
the dust container is removed. 
It is recommended to fit a dust 
extractor when using either the 
3.0Ah or 5.2Ah battery.

5.  SANDING 6.  SANDING TIPS

PXMSS-700

Side to SideBackward/ Forward

1	� Secure the material to be 
sanding where possible.

3	� Gradually lower the sander  onto the workpiece with a slight 
forward movement.

2	 �With a firm grip on the sander, switch the sander on.

4	� For optimum results, use either of these strokes.

Never force the sander. The weight of the sander supplies 
adequate pressure, allowing the sandpaper to do the work. 
Applying additional pressure will slow the motor, rapidly wear 
the sandpaper, and greatly reduce the sander speed. This will 
slow the removal rate and produce an inferior quality surface.

CAUTION: Excessive pressure will overload the motor, causing 
possible damage to the sander by overheating the motor; or 
damage to the workpiece.

Be sure to check your workpiece often. The sander is capable 
of removing material rapidly, especially with coarse paper.

The orbital action of your sander allows you to sand with the 
grain, or at any angle across it for most sanding jobs. In the 
final stages a better finish will be achieved by sanding with the 
grain.

Do not sand on one spot for too long. The sander’s rapid action 
may remove too much material, creating an uneven surface.

CAUTION: DO NOT USE FOR SANDING PLASTER AS 
THIS WILL VOID THE WARRANTY.



MAINTENANCE TROUBLESHOOTING

• �Keep ventilation slots of the sander clean at all times to ensure efficient 
operation.

• �After each use, blow air through the tool housing to ensure it is free from all 
dust, dirt, etc. Build up of dust, dirt particles may cause the tool to overheat and 
shorten the life of the tool. 

• �If the housing of the sander requires cleaning, do not use solvents but a moist 
soft cloth or soft brush only. 

• �Never let any liquid get inside the tool, never immerse any part of the tool into 
liquid.

• No lubrication is necessary as the tool has sealed bearings.
• �When not in use, the sander should be stored in a dry, frost free location not 

within the reach of children.

WARNING! ALWAYS ENSURE THE TOOL HAS 
COMPLETELY STOPPED AND THE BATTERY IS REMOVED 
PRIOR TO ANY MAINTENANCE.

Battery protection system
The tool is equipped with the battery protection system, which helps to 
ensure a long service life.
The output power automatically cuts off during operation when the tool and/
or battery are placed under the following situations: 
• 	 When the tool is overloaded:    
	� If this occurs, release the trigger switch and remove causes of overload, 

then pull the switch trigger again to restart. 
• 	 When the remaining battery capacity becomes low: 
	 Recharge the battery pack.
Note: �The battery protection system does not in any way damage the tool.
Note: �The indicated capacity may be lower than the actual level during use 

or immediately after using the tool.

LED lights do not illuminate on charger
Check the charging adaptor is securely plugged into the wall out let.
Check the battery is firmly connected to the charging cradle. 
Check that the charging jack is securely connected to the charging 
cradle.

The battery has a short run time
Ensure the battery is properly charged. It will take 4-5 charging cycles 
before the battery reaches optimum charge and run time. On the initial 
charge, the battery requires 5 hours of charging. Subsequent charging 
only requires 3-5 hours. 

Sparking visible through the housing air vents
A small amount of sparking may be visible through the housing vents. 
This is normal and does not indicate a problem.

Sandpaper Selection
Selecting the correct grit of sandpaper is an important step in achieving  
optimum results. Coarse grit will remove the most material. Finer grit will  
produce a smoother finish. The condition of the workpiece will determine the  
grit of the sandpaper to be used. The higher the grit number, the finer the  
grade of sandpaper.
If the surface is rough, start with a coarse grit and sand until the surface is 
uniform. Medium grit may then be used to remove scratches left by the coarser 
grit. Finer grit is then used to finish the surface. Always continue sanding with 
each grade of sandpaper until the surface is uniform.

Note: If intermediate sanding is required, choose a grit rating between coarse and 
fine. The above table is intended as a guide only. To ensure a satisfactory result, 
a small, inconspicuous area should first be tested to ensure the grit of sandpaper 
chosen is suitable for the desired finish.

SPARE PARTS
THIS MANUAL CONTAINS IMPORTANT SAFETY AND OPERATING  
INSTRUCTIONS FOR YOUR BATTERY CHARGER.
1.	 Before using the charger read all instructions and cautionary markings on the 

charger, battery pack and the product using the battery pack.
2.	 This charger is not intended for any uses other than charging rechargeable 

batteries. Any other use may result in risk of fire, electric shock or electrocution.
3.	 Do not place any object on top of the charger or place the charger on a soft surface 

that may result in excessive internal heat. Place the charger in a position away 
from any heat source.

4.	 To reduce risk of damage to the electric plug and cord, pull by the plug rather than 
the cord when disconnecting the charger.

5.	 Make sure the cord is located so that it will not be stepped on, tripped over, or 
otherwise subjected to damage or stress.

6.	 An extension cord should not be used unless absolutely necessary. Use of an 
improper extension cord could result in the risk of fire, electric shock or electrocution.

7.	 Do not operate the charger if it has received a sharp blow, been dropped or 
otherwise damaged in any way. Have it checked by an electrician or power tool 
repairer.

8.	 Do not disassemble charger. Take it to an electrician or power tool repairer when 
service or repair is required. Incorrect reassembly may result in a risk of electric 
shock, electrocution or fire.

9.	 To reduce risk of electric shock, unplug the charger from the outlet before 
attempting any cleaning. Removing the battery pack will not reduce this risk.

10.	 Never attempt to connect 2 chargers together.
11.	 DO NOT store or use the tool and battery pack in locations where the temperature may 

reach or exceed 40ºC (such as inside sheds or metal buildings in summer).
12.	 The charger is designed to operate on standard household electrical power (240 

volts). Do not attempt to use it on any other voltage!
13.	 The battery pack is not fully charged out of the carton. First read the safety 

instructions and then follow the charging notes and procedures.
14.	 The longest life and best performance can be obtained if the battery pack is 

charged when the air temperature is between 18 - 24ºC. Do not charge the battery 
pack in an air temperature below 10ºC or above 40ºC. This is important and will 
prevent damage to the battery pack.

15.	 Do not incinerate the battery pack even if it is seriously damaged or is completely 
worn out. The battery can explode in a fire.

16.	 Never attempt to open the battery pack for any reason. If the plastic housing of the 
battery pack breaks or cracks, immediately discontinue use and do not recharge.

17.	 During charging, the battery must be placed in a well ventilated area.

This tools charger is double insulated in accordance with AS/NZS 60745-1;  
therefore no earth wire is required.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by an electrician or a power tool repairer in order to avoid 
a hazard.
Note: Double insulation does not take the place of normal safety precautions when operating this tool. The 
insulation system is for added protection against injury resulting from a possible electrical insulation failure 
within the tool.
Using an Extension Lead
Always use an approved extension lead suitable for the power input of this tool. Before use, inspect the 
extension lead for signs of damage, wear and ageing. Replace the extension lead if damaged or defective.
When using an extension lead on a reel, always unwind the lead completely. Use of an extension lead not 
suitable for the power input of the tool or which is damaged or defective may result in a risk of fire and electric 
shock.
The power supply for this products charger should be protected by a residual current device (rated at 30mA
or less). A residual current device reduces the risk of electric shock.

1. Work area safety 
a. 	 �Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents. 
b. 	 �Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable 

liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes. 
c. 	 �Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you to 

lose control.
2. Electrical safety 
a. 	 �Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use any

3. Personal safety

4. Power tool use and care 
a. 	 �Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The correct power 

tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed. 
b. 	� Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be 

controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired. 
c. 	 �Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power tool before 

making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such preventive safety 
measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

5. Battery tool use and care

c. 	 �When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from other metal objects, like paper clips, coins, 

keys, nails, screws or other small metal objects, that can make a connection from one terminal 
to another.

Be extremely careful of dust disposal, materials in fine particle 
form may be explosive. Do not throw sanding dust on an open fire. Spontaneous
combustion, may in time, result from a mixture of oil or water with dust particles.

Always wear eye protection and a dust mask for dusty applications and when
sanding overhead. Sanding particles can be absorbed by your eyes and inhaled 
easily and may cause health complications.

Use special precautions when sanding chemically pressure treated timber, 
paint that may be lead based, or any other materials that may contain 
carcinogens. A suitable breathing respirator and protective clothing must be worn 
by all persons entering the work area. Work should be sealed by plastic sheeting and 
persons not protected should be kept out until work area is thoroughly cleaned.
Do not ‘wet sand’ with this sander. Liquids entering the motor housing are an
electrical shock hazard.

Do not use sandpaper intended for larger sanding pads. Larger sandpaper will
extend beyond the sanding pad causing snagging, tearing of the paper or kick-back.
Extra paper extending beyond the sanding pad can also cause serious lacerations.
