Removing the Protection Covers

The pumps inlet and outlet has been fitted with a protection cover for
transportation. These will need to be removed before connecting any

pipes.
Connecting the Suction Inlet

The inlet allows for a 25.4mm (1”) supply line to be connected and is
capable of a maximum suction height of 6m.

ENOUGH IN THE WATER TO ENSURE THAT IF THE

AVOID POSITIONING THE INLET PIPE HIGHER

Before starting, perform a few simple checks:

Ensure the pump is mounted to a rigid base or ground.

2 Ensure the distance from the surface of the water to the pump inlet
does not exceed 6m.
3 Ensure the distance from the pump to the highest point that you
wish to deliver the water does not exceed 20 metres.

7. STARTING & STOPPING ENGINE

Air Filter

The air filter must always be in perfect working order, to prevent debris
and dust from being sucked into the engine thus reducing the efficiency
and life of the machine.

1 Ensure the filter is
free from any debris.

2 If necessary clean or replace the filter by following the steps outlined
in the maintenance section of this manual.

Spark Plugs

Use only the spark plugs that are recommended for this petrol pump:

TORCH-L8RTC, Champion -CJ8Y, NGK-BPM6A.

Note: Using a spark plug other than that specified could lead to serious
engine damage.

Stopping the Engine

1 Decrease the speed of
the engine by moving
the throttle lever down
towards the “L” position
and allow to idle for 10-
20 seconds.

2 To turn off the engine, press
the engine kill button.

Note: Allow the engine to cool
down before moving or
storing the pump.

8. ADJUSTING THROTTLE

The throttle is used to regulate the rotational speed of the engine, which
also controls the water flow out of the discharge outlet.

1 To increase the speed
of the engine and water
flow, move the throttle
lever upwards towards
the “H” indicator.

2 To decrease the speed
of the engine and water
flow, move the throttle
lever down towards the
“L” indicator.

9. MAINTENANCE

Storing the Pump

Before storing the pump, it is recommended to empty the pump body of
any water.

Turn the drain screw
anti-clockwise and remove from
the pump body to allow excess
water to drain out.

Ensure that the drain screw is
fitted once all water has drained
out.

Replacing the Air Filter

1 Remove the air filter \
cover nut.

2 Remove the cover and the
air filter. Check that the filter
is intact and clean, if not
rinse with water and allow to
dry or replace the filter.

3 Insert the filter and
secure with the filter
cover and nut.

Replacing the Spark Plug

1 Remove the spark plug cap.

2 Remove the spark plug @
using the spark plug wrench
supplied by turning
anti-clockwise.

3 Clean the electrode \
with a metal brush and
remove any carbon
build-up or replace the
spark plug.

4 Refit the spark plug using the
spark plug wrench.
Place the spark plug cap
back on.
