If 
hedging, lighter but more frequent prunes 
to shape is required. An application of 
a slow release fertiliser after flowering is 
recommended.

Commonly known as ‘Shrubby Germander’, Teucrium 
fruticans is native to regions of Southern Europe and 
North Africa. Tolerant of many difficult situations 
in landscapes such as dryness, poor soil and coastal 
conditions, it will perform well as long as good 
drainage is present. Teucriums are members of the 
mint family and such release a fragrance if foliage is 
crushed.  To rejuvenate foliage, Teucrium fruticans 
can be cut back hard in spring if required although 
initially they should be left to establish well over the 
first couple of seasons.
